Harder to Read and Spell Words – ‘Tricky Words’
Please continue to revisit these words with your child, it is important that they can read these words by sight and not by sounding them out (as they are ‘Tricky’ words, this can’t be done).
Have fun learning and consolidating the words together. 
· Cut the words out and use them as codes around the house. The bathroom door has ‘put’ on it and the door will only open when the word is read correctly!
· Use them in a game of hopscotch in the kitchen – use masking tape to create the frame and tape the words into each square.
· Turn them over and play a game with them – first one to call out the word correctly wins a counter/marshmallow/2 minutes extra of screen time!
· If you have a staircase, put a word on each stair and they have to say the words on each stair to be able to get up.
· A game of Snap, but the cards can only be kept if the word can be read.
Just a few ideas but please be as creative as you like to get your child learning these words over the half term break.
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
